COIR ANMANN/A LLATE MIDDLE IRISH TREATISE ON PERSONAL NAMES Part 2,
edited by Sharon Arbuthnot (ITS Main Sertes, vol. 60, 2007): This important medieval Irish text,
dealing with the traditional origins of mainly personal names, was last edited by Whitely Stokes
in 1897. Dr. Arbuthnot’s new edition, which includes much material omitted from consideration
by Stokes, has been prepared to the highest standards of textual criticism. Its contents will be of
interest not only to students of names but also to those with a wider mterest in the literary tradi-
tion. Price: £21 stg., €30, US$40.50 (members £14 stg., €20, US$27) (Part 1 is also available.)

AMHRAIN CHEARBHQLILAIN/ THE POEMS OF CAROLAN: REASSESSMENTS, ed-
ited by Liam P. O Murcha (ITS Subsidiary Series 18, 2007): The volume contains the proceed-
mngs of the eight annual seminar, organised jomtly by the Irish Texts Society and the Combined
Departments of Irish at University College Cork. Contributions reconsider Carolan’s music and
verse, their reception, and the nature of the composer/performer’s achievements. The carcer of
Tomas O Maille, the editor of Carolan’s poems, is also considered. The five contrnbutors to the
volume are Nicholas Carolan, Emily Cullen, Joep Leerssen, Lesa Ni Mhunghaile and Ruairi O
hUiginn.
